Clean Transportation:

bringing zero-emission

medium- and heavy-duty

vehicles to communities

statewide

Building on the Washington Legisla-
ture's landmark 2021 passage of the
Clean Fuel Standard, in 2023 Climate
Solutions focused specifically on
persuading legislators to commit to
cleaning up the dirtiest vehicles on the
road: medium- and heavy-duty vehicles
like trucks, buses, and vans. While

the Clean Fuel Standard is helping cut
tailpipe emissions, climate pollution
from medium- and heavy-duty vehicles
has more than doubled since 1990,

After this year's successful legislative
session, communities will soon see less
pollution and improved health out-
comes in their neighborhoods thanks
to state leaders making major budget
allocations of Climate Commitment
Act dollars. These include a $120
million incentive program to help fund
zero-emission medium- and heavy-du-
ty vehicles and associated charging
infrastructure; and a new $6.3 million
port drayage pilot project to help get
clean trucks on the road and improve
air quality in communities close to
busy ports.

Also this year we expanded our trans-
portation program to start to lean into

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the maritime sector. If viewed

as a country, marine shipping
and transportation would be the
sixth largest contributor to global
climate pollution, responsible for
about 3% of global greenhouse
gas emissions. According to
Washington State recordkeeping
marine vessels accounted for

18 percent of all transportation
emissions—a higher proportion
than aviation, and comparable
to heavy-duty road vehicles.
This is a sector clearly in need

of climate solutions; our new
maritime policy manager will

pursue this work as part of our
Washington team.

Clean buildings: increasing
access to cleaner, more
efficient homes and buildings
Washington's homes and build-
ings are still the fastest growing
source of climate pollution
statewide, and methane gas use
in homes and buildings (no-
tably for heating, cooling, and
cooking) has significant climate
and health impacts—one of
eight childhood asthma cases
are directly linked to the use of
gas stoves indoors. This year,
we made sure state legislators
allocated significant funding
towards reducing cost barriers to
electrifying homes and build-
ings across Washington. This
includes $80 million for a heat
pump and electric appliance
subsidy program that prioritiz-
es low- and moderate-income
households, adult family homes,
and small businesses, comple-

menting $83 million in federal funds;
and $40 million in funding for weather-
ization and energy efficiency projects.
The Legislature also funded $250,000
for evaluation and project planning for a
statewide energy “navigator” program
to help Washigntonians take advantage
of available programs and subsidies.

Climate Solutions made the case for the
State Building Code Council to stand be-
hind the climate progress they made last
year by instituting one of the nation's
strongest clean energy requirements

for new buildings. That progress came
under attack by building industry groups
and others, and was further complicated
by a federal lawsuit decision in Ninth
Circuit Court of Appeals. This led the

SBCC to revisit the details of their new
rules, but advocates for clean air and
healthy communities successfully led
the council to restructure the codes to
align with federal law, while also sig-
nificantly reducing pollution from new
homes and buildings.

Just before the end of the year, our
efforts to clean up buildings notched an-
other win when the Seattle City Council
passed its Building Emissions Perfor-
mance Standard. The new standard will
ensure that Seattle's largest existing
buildings transition to being fully pow-
ered by clean energy over the next few
decades. It is a big deal that the largest
city in the Northwest is taking this step
to cut climate pollution from our existing

homes and buildings, which account
for the vast majority of emissions

from our built environment. Seattle’s
policy can be a model for other cities in
Washington and beyond.

Air quality: a promising start
toward improving air quality and
health disparities in overburdened
communities
Equally important to cutting state-
wide climate pollution is addressing
localized, health-harming air pollu-
tion that is often concentrated, due
to racist housing policies such as
redlining, in low-income, Black, and
Indigenous neighborhoods, as well
as in other communities of color.
Taking the lead from environmental
justice partners, we worked to ensure
the Legislature funded new programs
to address air quality including $11.4
million to address communities’ major
sources of air pollution, $10 million to
expand the state's air quality moni-
toring network, $38 million to fund a
Washington Department of Health
program for community-led solutions
to climate impacts and health dispar-
ities in overburdened communities,
and $42.8 million for capacity grants
to support Tribes and overburdened
communities in engaging with policy
implementation.

Siting: bringing clean energy
projects and jobs to our state

Now that Washington mandates
cleaner power and reduced emissions
statewide, we need more clean-ener-
gy projects and jobs to create it. We
worked with state policymakers and a
broad coalition of labor, developer, utili-
ty, and environmental stakeholders this
session to pass HB 1216. The first of its
kind, this bill will improve the siting of
these new projects with a better-re-
sourced and more efficient process

for planning, analysis, and permitting
without stripping away critical environ-
mental safeguards built into the siting
and permitting process. Most notably,
it also builds in additional opportunities
for Tribal consultation and thorough
engagement with overburdened com-
munities early and upfront.

Land Use: incorporating climate
into local planning and ending
single-family zoning

As Climate Solutions alumnus K.C.
Golden has noted, “housing solutions
are climate solutions.” Sprawl de-
stroys our natural lands and leads to
carbon-spewing commutes, so it is
important to ensure that people can
live near work, essential services, and
community activities. Providing enough
housing, rather than artificially limiting
it, will also help address our mount-
ing housing crisis. The Washington
Legislature's 2023 passage of HB 1110
will require jurisdictions across Wash-
ington to allow more housing, and the
updated Growth Management Act
will now require planning for climate
impacts and sustainable development.

Our advocacy, and our climate champi-
ons in elected office, are helping make
sure that Washington State remains

a national leader in the transition to
clean energy.
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Our Oregon team had a fantastic year
in climate victories. Between working
hard to get our legislature to pass the
most comprehensive climate invest-
ment package in Oregon legislative
history to ensuring regulatory triumphs
for an equitable transition to the clean
energy future we all deserve, we are
seeing the shift from policy wins to real
progress on the ground.

Securing legislative progress
The last several years we have had
recent policy victories to accelerate
progress towards 100% clean electric-
ity and electrifying transportation and
buildings in Oregon and this year we
built on that progress. Highlights from
this past session include legislators
passing the “Climate Resilience Pack-
age" in the waning days of the 2023
session after another historic walkout
by a minority of legislators who were
trying to block other progressive legis-

lation. Through this package, the state
will invest $90 million in the annual
Climate Budget, and will leverage up
to $1 billion in federal climate funding
from the Inflation Reduction Act.

The combination of this legislation
and federal investment will increase §
the deployment of heat pumps, solar 3
panels, storage, electric trucks, and

buses, make energy efficiency and

clean energy more affordable, support

the buildout of more renewables and
microgrids, sequester carbon in our

forests and farms, and help the state

plan to reach Oregon's 100% clean

energy goals. We also championed the
Building Resilience package of bills that

the Legislature passed, setting a state

goal of 500,000 heat pumps by 2030

and establishing a statewide Building
Performance Standard.

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Implementing climate laws well
To reach our state’s climate and clean
energy goals, we need to implement the
major climate laws that we've passed

in recent years, including 100% Clean
Electricity, the Climate Protection Pro-
gram, the Building Resilience package of
policies, and zero-emission vehicle and
clean fuels policies. This includes us push-
ing policymakers for strong, meaningful
rules and program rollout, scaling up

from pilots to broad adoption, defending
the policies as necessary, and removing
barriers still in the way.

This year we continued our strong ad-
vocacy in the Public Utility Commission
(PUC) processes that ensure meaning-
ful implementation of our 100% clean
electricity law, HB 2021. Our two biggest
utilities, PGE and PacifiCorp, released
their proposed Clean Energy Plans to
show how they'll meet the clean energy
requirements under the law. We are also
increasingly focused on removing barriers
related to siting and permitting processes,
transmission, and markets.

We engaged on the first offshore wind energy project on the
horizon in Oregon, to ensure a robust, transparent, equitable

and inclusive process took place.

We advocated for a “managed transition” of Oregon's three
gas utilities to ensure our state climate goals are met in a way

that protects ratepayers.

Oregon is also looking to offshore wind
for more clean electricity, and we've
been engaging on the first offshore
wind energy project proposed off our
coast, working with federal and state
regulators and local community stake-
holders to ensure it's an equitable and
inclusive process.

Securing a managed
transition off methane gas

As the multi-year Future of Gas pro-
ceeding concluded in Spring 2023, we
have advocated in the state's planning
and rate-making processes to enforce a
“managed transition” of Oregon’s three

gas utilities to ensure our state climate
goals are met in a way that protects
ratepayers.

Represented by Earthlustice, we inter-
vened in Avista's rate case, the state's
second-largest gas utility. We helped
secure a settlement that requires
Avista to phase out their fossil fuel sub-
sidies for new gas hookups—a first in
Oregon. The settlement also prohibits
Avista from charging ratepayers for its
anti-climate litigation costs and politi-
cal activities, and dramatically expands
low-income weatherization programs.

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Another significant turning point with
the future of gas in our state was when
the PUC declined to acknowledge NW
Natural's (the state's largest gas utility)
proposed multi-decade investment
plan, deeming it insufficient to meet
state climate targets. NW Natural's
initial proposal had envisioned massive
spending on hydrogen and biogas

in the coming decades—fuels that if
produced to be green are still limited

in amount, and are less affordable and
less effective than electric alternatives
for cutting pollution from homes and
buildings. We will continue to advo-
cate for energy efficiency, electrifica-
tion, and other climate solutions that
protect ratepayers when NW Natural
brings back a reworked proposal to reg-
ulators in 2024.

Protecting and implementing
the Climate Protection
Program (CPP)

This cornerstone state program recent-
ly went into effect, setting a declining
limit on major sources of greenhouse

gas emissions from fossil fuels. We
engaged in a Department of Environ-
mental Quality (DEQ) rulemaking to
fine-tune the CPP rules and supported
the development of the Community
Climate Investments; starting in 2024,
we expect to see potentially hundreds
of millions of dollars start to be invest-
ed in BIPOC, rural, and low-income
communities’ transition off fossil fuels.
Gas utilities, oil companies, and other
regulated parties are challenging the
CPP in state court, and we are part of
the coalition of parties defending the
program.

Electrifying everything in the
transportation sector
Wherever immediate electrification
can't happen, we are pushing for
cleaner fuels to decarbonize remaining
fossil-fueled vehicles. We have contin-
ued to advocate at the city and state
levels for EV charging infrastructure
that completes networks in rural areas
and reaches low-income communities
and renters, as well as more funding
for the state EV rebate. Getting more

zero-emission Medium and Heavy-Du-
ty (MHD) vehicles like electric trucks,
school buses, transit buses, and deliv-
ery vehicles on our roads is a priority to
mitigate diesel and climate pollution.

In the last two years, we've worked
with public and private sector allies to

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We know that stories can help generate
greater understanding—through both
strategies of creating very simple
content to explain complex solutions
and adding story-oriented ways to
break through complex, often wordy,
wonky and technical speak. We also

Buildings are the Northwest's fastest-
growing source of climate pollution. Despite
this startling fact, we noticed that our calls
to action regarding building codes, methane,
and energy efficiency were receiving less
attention than other issue areas. In response,
we produced — in partnership with Shew
Design — a series of three short videos that
tell the story of how burning gas and other
fossil fuels indoors creates air pollution

that harms our health and climate. We

then conducted an experiment with this

new material, testing whether story-based
content could help build more knowledge —
and therefore drive more engagement — on
the need for cleaning up pollution from the

We emailed these videos
to our subscribers who hadn't engaged with
our previous buildings-related content but
were otherwise active. We used targeted
social media ads to reach people in critical
geographical regions who followed us and/
or other climate- or conservation-related
accounts. The response was dramatic.
Within a month of receiving these videos,
over 140 Climate Solutions subscribers
participated for the first time in our
buildings-related calls to action. The video
series was viewed over 140,000 times,
with >98% of these views originating in the
Northwest.

Our inaugural program of the Break-
ing Barriers Collaborative was a Fleet
Decarbonization Accelerator. This pro-
gram serves as a launchpad for busi-
nesses serious about transitioning their
vehicle fleets away from unhealthy
fossil fuel to emission-free vehicles.

lowering operating and maintenance
costs, improving brand perception,
and boosting employee and com-
munity health.

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complicated process for a business
who wants to do the right thing for the
climate but whose expertise is in their
business (and not decarbonization) to
navigate alone.

We co-designed the BBC's Fleet Decar-
bonization Accelerator program to help
break down barriers concerning plan-
ning, knowledge and process with a
robust decarbonization curriculum. The
program equips participants with the
tools and support systems necessary to
implement a thoughtful and effective
decarbonization plan at their business.

We launched our first cohort at the
start of 2023, partnering with the
experts at the Electrification Coalition.
Our participating organizations re-
ceived tailored consulting on their fleet
decarbonization goals from experts in
the field, then left with decarboniza-
tion action plans, a business case for a
cost-effective transition, a pitch deck to
help bring stakeholders on board, and a
new network of peer organizations and
business leaders that made the first
step in their transition toward a cleaner
climate together. Our initial cohort
included a number of public agencies
alongside private sector participants;
the next cohort starts in January 2024.

This year we and our newly formed
sibling 501(c)(4) organization, Climate
Solutions Action Fund, launched an
exciting new program. The purpose

of the Climate Champions Program is
to develop and support more climate
champions in elected office. We
launched this program to fill what we
and others identified as a significant
hole in the climate ecosystem in the
Northwest. While an increasing num-
ber of elected officials in the region are
generally supportive of climate action,
there are still too few that have climate
as their top priority and the issue that

they will discuss on the campaign trail,
sponsor and run legislation on, and de-
mand action for during busy legislative
sessions.

In order to accelerate climate action

at the speed and scale required, we
simply need more climate champions
in elected office. Our new program will
develop innovative efforts in partner-
ship with other organizations to make
this happen. We are piloting the pro-
gram in Washington in 2024 and hope
to expand into Oregon in coming years.
